Sailing Page

Lake Michigan Carferry announced Monday the S.S. Badger will 
begin the 2013 sailing season on May 6, two weeks earlier than 
previously announced.

Spokeswoman Terri Brown stated the expanded season is in 
response to a request to transport over-dimensional loads of wind 
tower sections manufactured by Broadwind Towers & Heavy Indus-
tries in its plant on the Manitowoc River peninsula. The sections will 
be going to wind generation projects in Michigan.

Brown stated the 80 sections to be transported during the early 
two-week season will save more than 24,000 driving miles and 
6,000 gallons of fuel compared to going by over-the-road trucks and 
trailers. Last year, the Badger transported more than 500 wind tower 
sections.

The Badger’s “Vessel General Permit” authorization expired in 
December threatening its continued operation. Badger ownership 
has sought additional time to possibly convert the coal-fi red steam-
ship to use of liquefi ed natural gas.

In a news release, Brown stated the Badger would be operating in 
2013 “without a doubt.”

Brown said LMC has retained a prominent environmental law fi rm 
including Barry Hartman, which she identifi ed as the former head of 
the U.S. Department of Justice Environment Division.

A news release from LMC quoted Hartman as stating, “Under federal 
laws, anyone who applies for a new permit to replace an expiring 
one like LMC has done is specifi cally allowed by law to keep operat-
ing under the expired permit until a fi nal decision is made on the new 
permit.

“This is done frequently. Every year there are as many as 10,000 
companies operating under expired permits like the Badger’s, while 
their permits are being considered,” Hartman stated.

An Environmental Protection Agency offi cial said Monday the federal 
agency is expected to issue in March its preliminary decision on 
LMC’s application for an individual Clean Water Act discharge per-
mit. The agency will then seek public comment before making a fi nal 
decision.

EPA Press Officer Peter Cassell could not indicate how long the 
public comment period might be or whether the agency would issue 
its decision prior to the start of the 2013 sailing season.
LMC offi cials have stated its current application includes a continu-
ing commitment to test coal ash to make sure it does not contain 
harmful constituents. The Badger dumps about 500 tons of ash 
annually, as part of a slurry discharged mid-Lake Michigan as it 
traverses the 60 miles from Manitowoc to its homeport of Ludington, 
Mich.

At a meeting with the civic and business community last July, LMC 
President Bob Manglitz said the company would look for and, if pos-
sible, implement technology to eliminate coal ash discharge com-
pletely. He indicated LMC’s hope of replacing coal with liquid natural 
gas (LNG) within fi ve years.

New strategy
However, in August, Chuck Leonard, LMC’s vice president of naviga-
tion, sent a letter to the EPA stating it had learned of a “new and 
more encompassing approach to ash retention.”

Leonard stated LMC offi cials believe LNG is “our best long-term 
solution but ... when it will become commercially available and eco-
nomically possible is still not known.”

He indicated new combustion controls and other equipment changes 
might substantially increase the effi ciency of its boilers, decrease the 
amount of coal burned and ash produced.

“By reducing the amount of ash generated, storage and land side 
recycling or disposal would become a more manageable option,” 
Leonard stated.

He said LMC’s new option, “Coal Ash - Rebuild strokes/replace com-
bustion controls,” could be installed in about two years. “The major 
challenge is that until we know that it actually runs more effi ciently 
and produces less ash, we cannot install an ash collection system 
for it,” Leonard stated.

And, he identifi ed a major problem. “We cannot afford to pursue this 
option and LNG,” Leonard stated.

He asked the EPA to consider a new approach, including:

• Continuing through 2014 — further exploration of LNG as a fuel 
source “to give this best long-term option every opportunity to be 
implemented.

“If, by Dec. 31, 2014, we are not able to commit to a completed LNG 
conversion that would be in place and operational by 2017, we will 
move forward with the new ash option...” Leonard stated to the EPA.

• Before the 2016 sailing season — complete the engineering, 
design and approval process of the combustion controls and stoker 
portion of the ash retention system, and install the equipment and 
technology.

• 2016 sailing season — monitor and fi ne tune new combustion 
controls and stokers, gather data for fi nal design of ash retention 
system. Coal ash would still be discharged but at reduced amounts.

• Winter 2016-17 —install new ash retention system and be fully 
operational for 2017 sailing season.

In December, the U.S. Congress handed LMC a defeat as a Coast 
Guard reauthorization bill stripped language requiring the EPA to 
give the go-ahead to the nearly 60-year-old Badger to keep operat-
ing without changes to its engines and use of coal.

U.S. Rep. Tom Petri, R-Fond du Lac, said he wanted to keep the 
Badger operating because of its economic benefi ts in the Manitowoc 
and Ludington regions, estimated by Manglitz and city offi cials at 
about $35 million annually.
