THE GREAT LAKES ARE HEADING FOR TROUBLE
 
The Great Lakes are suffering from “massive ecosystem breakdowns” and are “heading 
for trouble”, according to Andy Buchsbaum, executive director of the National Wildlife 
Federation’s Great Lakes Regional Center.
 
“People think the lakes are indestructible and that we can do anything to them”, he said.  
“Over several centuries we have done that, and now we are learning  how vulnerable  they 
are.”
 
Among the problems scientists have identifi ed are toxic algae, fi sh-killing viruses, Asian 
carp and water depletion.  Invasive species such as zebra and quagga mussels, 
introduced through discharged ballast water of ocean-going vessels, have caused a 
94 percent decline of tine freshwater shrimp, called diporeia, from the lake’s bottoms.  
The mussels also have brought a virus that causes fi sh to “bleed out” and die.
 
“Instead of being full of food and full of life, they’ve become underwater desserts,” 
Buchsbaum said, of the lake bottoms.  “There are dead zones where fi sh can’t live 
appearing in Green Bay and Saginaw Bay.”  He said phosphorus from farm fertilizer runoff 
causes “too much food in the wrong form,” on which algae thrives.  The “explosion” of 
algae blooms on Lake Erie appears as “green mud, 6 inches thick” on the water.
 
“Most alarming is that charter boat captains are getting sick.  The algae emit fumes, is 
toxic, and poisonous to fi sh, animals and people.”
 
Despite all the bad news about the lakes, Buchsbaum said the problems are “fi xable,” and 
that a comprehensive plan is in place designed to restore, protect and preserve the lakes.  
“We need to restore the Great Lakes immune system, prevent new stresses from hitting 
the Great Lakes and preserve the parts that are already in good shape.  There is huge 
hope at the end of this, and we need that hope because we have a lot of problems to fi x.”
 
He said legislators, business leaders and residents of the Great Lakes region are 
motivated to restore the lakes because they are “incredible resources.”  “They are places 
where we manufacture our family memories, they are part of our identity and the are 
incredibly important,” he said.
